He was a merchant and 
miller and so is Kym Kalleske seven generations later, while 
his brothers Troy and Tony look after the vines and 
winemaking. Some of the vines are of a century-plus. The 
Kalleske Merchant Single Vineyard Barossa Valley Cabernet 
Sauvignon 2014 is from hand pruned vines and the excellent 
harvest was also in Kym’s care. It is full bodied and fruity 
with great depth and length on the palate”.
